Curriculum Overview
Advanced Level visual arts students develop, clarify, and apply their philosophy of art and art making developed in Proficient Level Art through in-depth, independent, and advanced explorations with media, techniques, processes, and aesthetics. Exceptional initiative, serious involvement, and commitment are expectations of the Advanced student. A portfolio evidencing high quality, a broad base of knowledge, and in-depth understanding of personal art forms is developed and refined. Students take part in planning and preparing for exhibition of their work. Students will keep a sketchbook that will be used for the exploration of daily drawing assignments, to plan and develop ideas for portfolio projects, and for reflecting on his or her art.
Students will participate in formal and informal critique and self-evaluation.

 Grading Procedures
Only finished projects will be graded.
All class work is assigned with ample class time for completion. Students who need additional time to complete assignments may do so outside of class time. The art room is open every Monday – Friday morning from 6:45am until 7:10am, and every Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday after school until 3:00pm, and during both lunches every day, unless an announcement is made otherwise.

Department Policy: After we have stopped working on a project in class, there is a week-long “grace period” prior to the due date, during which students can take advantage of open studio time, or work on a project at home.

Current projects should NEVER leave the art room. If you are unprepared for class because your project is not here, you will have the choice to either start over, or you will lose that work time, and be assigned tasks around the classroom. Art class will NOT be used for a study hall.

Once we have stopped working on a project in class, you will be unable to use class time to work on that project. You do not want to fall behind on more than one project. It is in your best interest to use class time wisely, as well as open studio time, if needed.

Projects and sketchbook assignments are graded using rubrics. Practice and planning activities, and critique are graded by completion.

Lost work is your responsibility. If you lose your project, you will need to start over to receive any credit. Lost work is not graded on how much you had accomplished.

Storage space is provided for class work. It is your responsibility to make sure your work is stored correctly. The drying rack and counters are not storage space. 

Work not turned in on the assigned due date will lose ten points off the first week after it is due. Each consecutive week will result in the loss of 10 additional points. Incomplete work will be assigned a score of 40%. Work that is never started or never turned in will receive a grade of 0.

Your average each quarter is broken down in the following categories: 70% is Formal assessment – these are your class projects; and, 30% is Informal – this includes sketchbook assignments, critique, and practice activities.

The course includes a mid-term and final exam. Advanced level art exams are projects and written essays. The Mid-term Exam is 20% of the 2nd quarter grade. The Final exam is 20% of the final grade.

Class Expectations
1. Be in your seat when the final tardy bell rings.
2. Have materials out and ready for the start of class.
3. Come to class prepared – You should always have a pencil, and eraser. Your current art project should not leave the classroom.
4. Personal grooming should be done in the restroom, not the classroom.
5. Clean up is the last 5 minutes of class. Students who clean up early will make up that lost time before or after school.
6. Students are dismissed from their seats – not standing by the door.
7. We observe a quiet studio philosophy during class time.
8. The art room is not a study hall. Please do your other homework and studying at home.
